
 

 

  

 

 
Extension of temporary ban on all international flights to Thailand until 31 May 2020 
 
 According to the latest Notification of the Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand 
Re: Temporary Ban on All International Flights to Thailand issued on 15 April 2020, in order to 
maintain the continuity of the prevention and control measures, by virtue of Section 27 and 
28 of the Air Navigation Act B.E. 2497, the Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand hereby issues the 
following orders: 
 

 1. The ban on international passenger flights to Thailand will be extended from 
1 May 2020 at 17.00 UTC to 31 May 2020 at 17.00 UTC.  
 

 2. All flight permits granted for such period will be canceled. 
 

 3. The ban does not apply to state or military aircraft, emergency landing, 
technical landing without disembarkation, humanitarian aid, medical and relief flights, 
repatriation flights and cargo flights. 
 

 4. The persons on board the aircraft in 3. will be subjected to the measures 
under communicable disease law, such as 14 days state quarantine, and the regulation under 
the Emergency Decree on State of Emergency. 
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
