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Parking Permission Rules & Regulations for Aircrafts

at Don Mueang International Airport

Currently, Don Mueang International Airport (DMK) is determined the Level 3 airport
categorization by The International Air Transport Association (IATA) and reference to rules of the
Civil Aviation Authority of Thailand (CAAT) on Criteria for Slot Allocation for Airport Arrival and
Departure of Aircraft. It states that DMK is an airport with insufficient capacity to respond to the
demands in terms of infrastructure, certain regulations and conditions of the government. This
results in the inability to adequately meet the demands of Air Operators. Thus, it is necessary for
DMK to set standard rules and regulations for aircraft overnight parking on the apron, requested by
Airport Operators or Handling Agents. The standard for overnight parking will be processed
considering the factors detailed as following:

1. Airport Operators or Handling Agents shall submit the Operational Plan to DMK
no later than 7 working days before requesting slot with CAAT and issue a written request letter to
the General Manager of Don Mueang International Airport stating explicitly the flight plans and flight
schedule.

2. Airport Operators or Handling Agents shall have sufficient ground service equipment
or authorized contract with ground handling representatives providing ground services and equipped
to move aircrafts at all times upon DMK requests.

3. Any information changed such as the aircraft registration, the aircraft type,
or flight schedule, shall be informed to DMK at the earliest convenience.

4. Aircraft shall not be allowed to park longer than the slot time approved by CAAT.
If any aircraft fails to operate within the time given, the action will affect the future consideration
for aircraft to operate at DMK.

5. Aircraft with necessity to park overnight longer than 24 hours, Air Operators or
Handling Agents shall submit explicit reasons and definite Operational Planning or Aircraft Vacating
DMK Apron Plan at the earliest convenience for DMK to consider.

6. In case of flight cancelation, Air Operators or Handling Agents shall inform DMK
prior to the date of the slot time approved by CAAT.

7. Requesting for any further information or submitting fligsht information shall be
done via electronic mail (Email: slotdmk@airportthai.co.th).

Moreover, conditions set by DMK for Schedule flight, Charter flight, Non-Schedule flight,
and General Aviation flight at DMK are specified further.
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1. Scheduled Flights and Charter Flights
1.1 Home-based Airline Operators is allowed an amount of aircraft to park at DMK.
To request additional amount, a written request letter shall be issued to the General Manager of

Don Mueang International Airport stating their purposes.

2. General Aviation : GA and VIP Flights and Non-Schedule Flight
2.1 Allocation of aircraft overnight parking at DMK is final. Considering that such

parking will not adversely affect the overall stand allocation for home-based flights.

2.2 For special flights and VIP flights, Air Operators or Handling Agents shall submit
certification from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOF) along with the request for DMK aircraft parking
stands.

2.3 Before aircraft operates both inbound and outbound flights, Air Operators or
Handle Agents shall inform the DMK Apron Control section (0 2535 1043 or 0 2535 1222).
